Pick- up Information

Guideline for parents:

Inform your child(ren)’s school that they will be using E-PLEX after-school pick-up service.

Provide parent consent and register E-plex as an authorized afterschool program for pick-up in your
school Emergency Contact : “EPLEX AFTERSCHOOL, SUNNY LEE, 714-464-8355” (Actual pickup
person’s information will be provided later)

Pick-up drivers will be wearing t-shirts with the E-plex logo.

On the first day, parents are recommended to accompany their children to the pick-up place.
Continuing this routine for the first week is recommended to familiarize and frain the younger kids for
safety.

Pick-ups will also be available during minimum days.

A push alert notification on E-plex mobile app will be provided when the driver picks up from school.
Parents will be able to check the E-PLEX app for this notification manually.

If your child(ren) is absent from school or is being picked by someone else, parents are required to
notify us in advance via email (eplexbp@gmail.com) or phone call to avoid disruptions in the
pickup schedule. (Always provide your child(ren)’s first and last name, grade level and school info)

Guidelines for Children:

Find our school driver with E-plex logo T-shirts: To avoid any delay, children are required to check
in with the pick up driver within 5 minutes of the school dismissal.

No Foods in the van: Remind your children not to consume any foods or snacks in the car during the
pick-up drive.

Behave Respectfully: Encourage your children to behave in a good manner during the drive. This
includes avoiding loud noises, refraining from kicking the front seats and remaining seated throughout
the journey.

No Seat Reservations: Inform your children not to reserve seats in the car. The driver will arrange the
seating based on age to ensure a safe and comfortable ride for everyone.

Safety Guidelines:

Fasten Seat Belts: It’s crucial for your children to always wear their seat belts while in the car. Seat
belts provided essential protection in case of any unexpected incidents.

Stay Seated: During the drive, children should remain seated and not move around the car. Moving
while the vehicle is in motion can be dangerous and distracting for the driver.

Listen to the Driver: Instruct your children to follow the driver’s instructions promptly. The driver is
responsible for their safety and well-being during the journey.

Be Alert and Watchful: Encourage children to be aware of their surroundings and to report any
unusual or concerning situations to the driver.

Respect Other Passengers: Teach your children to be respectful and considerate of other passengers’
space and belongings.

Exit Safely: Remind children to wait for the driver’s signal before exiting the car and to use crosswalks
or designated areas when arriving at the after-school place.

Please submit the login information (ID/Password) for school-related online assignment
programs such as I-Ready and/or IXL, as well as the information needed for checking
the students’ grades by the end of the first week. We will retain the information in the
front office in case of emergencies.

ITEM ACCOUNTABILITY AND LOST AND FOUND

All students are required to put their full names on their belongings. We recommend
that jackets and hoodies are marked with a sharpie on the inside. We request that upon
pick up of the students, that the parent or guardian double checks the accountability of
students’ belongings, such as homeworks, water bottles, lunchboxes, and/or outerwear.
Items left in the lost and found are donated every other week on Friday.

MATERIALS

There is a safety concern regarding open containers resulting in spillage, and
subsequently slipping, as well as destruction of school materials. All students are
required to bring their own water bottles. We also recommend that the students bring a
spill-proof container as well as their utensils for environmental and food safety reasons.

SNACKS

Snacks are to be eaten during snack time or recess. Eating is not allowed during class
time, and students will be required to put the remainder of their snacks away in their
spill-proof containers or throw them away once class starts or resumes.

ELECTRONICS

EPLEX forbids the use of any and all personal electronics from 8 A.M. to 6 P.M., with the
exceptions only for academic purposes, such as homework, classwork, and research..
During use, they are required to use headsets/earphones in order to avoid disturbing
the other students. We ask the parents to contact the front office for non-emergent
messages and limit direct calls and messages to improve the academic atmosphere.
